A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR
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SUNDAY

N LENT

In the classic Christian song “His Banner Over Me Is
Love”, we sing the verse that “He is the Shepherd and we
are the sheep”. I have to be honest and tell you that it took
me the longest time to get over being called a “sheep”.
Being from the city, the only time I saw sheep was either at
the 4H exhibit at the Brockton Fair or at a petting zoo. I
thought of sheep as dumb and smelly, and I took some
offense at being compared to these “creatures”.

My Dear Friends in Christ,

The point (in this song) of being called sheep is in regards
to a trait in sheep of which I hadn’t thought — trust. In fact,
it was my friend Fr. Rayappa (an Indian priest whose
family are shepherds) who pointed this out to me. The
reason why sheep follow a shepherd is because they #rust
him; the sheep know the shepherds voice and they follow
only that voice — other voices, other shepherds are ones
which they will not follow. This is an admirable quality,
one which we would do to emulate.

Jesus uses this analogy for two reasons. Firstly, Jesus used
“earthy” images because they were ones to which the
people could relate; they were people of the land, many of
whom worked with sheep. The fact that the Pharisees
couldn’t “relate” to this analogy shouldn’t surprise us; most
things which Jesus taught went “over the heads” of the
Pharisees. Secondly, the aforementioned quality of trust is
one of which Jesus speaks with great love and conviction.
Jesus knows that He is the “Good Shepherd”, sent by God
to lead the people to the “sheepfold” of God. While we
might have a hard time relating to Jesus as shepherd (most
having never met a shepherd!), we shouldn’t have any
trouble relating to the fact that Jesus has come to lead us to
God. It was for this reason that Jesus came into the world, it
was for this reason why He died for us and it is for this
reason why we have newness of life!

May we have an open heart, willing to hear the voice of
Jesus, the Good Shepherd. May we know that Jesus calls us
to life in God for our good. May we trust that Jesus will
lead us on right paths, guiding us in His Everlasting Way.
May we, one day, come to the verdant pasture of the
Kingdom, sharing in new and everlasting life!

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP - RECOGNIZE GOD
IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS

Recognizing the Voice of Jesus

When my wireless provider introduced HD Voice, the
voice I heard on my phone was unbelievably clear, and it
felt at times like both the caller and I were in the same
room. The best aspect of this feature is that it didn’t cost
the customer any additional fees, and it didn’t require any
changes to the phone. I could say it was free, but I suspect I
was already paying for it in my monthly bill anyway. At
least it felt free.

The clearer the voice calling you, the easier it is to recog-
nize who it is on the other end of the line. In John’s Gos-
pel, Jesus speaks of the gatekeeper who opens the gate and
calls for his sheep. They respond because they know his
voice. Others try to lure the sheep when the gatekeeper is
not there, but the sheep find their voices unclear or unfa-
miliar.

Jesus is our gatekeeper. But unlike receiving something for
free from a wireless company, to be able to hear his voice
we need to pay attention and practice listening. By devel-
oping a stewardship way of life that is mindful and prayer-
ful, we become attuned to his voice and are able to discern
when the call is from our Lord and when it is from an im-
poster. It is great to talk about all the things we can do and
all the gifts we can share, but if we are not listening for his
call to hear where our offerings are needed, we can end up
like a lost sheep searching for the gatekeeper.
