My Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
I’ve never been a firm believer 
that God does things to “test” us. Today’s readings, howev-
er, seem to be an “exception to the rule”. Our reading from 
the Old Testament speaks of the encounter Abraham has 
with God in relation to his son, Isaac. God appears to be test-
ing Abraham to see to what lengths he will go in showing his 
love and fidelity to God. In the end, however, it is less about 
the test than it is about the fidelity. God ultimately rewards 
Abraham for going so far as to be willing to sacrifice his 
only son (sound familiar?), promising to make his descend-
ants as “countless as the stars of the sky and the sands of the 
seashore” (Gn 22:17). Such are the lengths that we are to go 
in showing our faithfulness to God. 
 
In our second reading, we are reminded that in sacrificing 
His Son for us, God shows us that He will give us all the 
things we need to grow in faith, hope and love. It may seem 
at times, however, that we are “tested” in this exchange (God 
giving us life, we giving ourselves) by trusting that God has 
the “big picture” in His mind and heart, keeping us safe from 
charges and condemnation from the world. We are to always 
realize that we owe the world nothing – it is God to whom 
we owe everything, including our very lives. 
 
In the gospel passage from Mark, we are given the encounter 
of the Transfiguration on Mt. Tabor that Jesus has, first with 
His disciples and then Elijah and Moses. The disciples that 
are with Jesus are given charge “not to relate what they had 
seen to anyone” (Mk 9:9) until the Resurrection. What a test 
this is! How could they not tell anyone and everyone of what 
they had seen, heard and felt? How challenging it must have 
been for them! When we reflect on this encounter, we must 
ask how it is that we encounter Jesus. Do we see Him as 
“transfigured” (as the disciples did that day), or do we take 
Him for granted thinking that we can always “have” Him? 
The challenge in the Transfiguration, for the disciples and 
for us, is to see the mission of Christ without losing sight of 
the power and majesty of Christ. Jesus came as the fulfill-
ment of the Law and the Prophets (this is the reason for the 
presence of Moses (Law) and Elijah (Prophets)). 
 
May we always know that when we feel “tested” by God, 
that there is a good reason for this. We should do our best to 
see the “big picture” that God has in mind for us and for the 
world. We must never lose sight that Jesus constantly reveals 
Himself to us, in Word and deed, pointing the way to the 
Kingdom. May the Christ we encounter today be the Christ 
we encounter everyday, in His promise, power and peace.

FASTING: 

Catholics over 18 and up to the beginning of their 60th year 
are bound to the obligation of fasting. Ash Wednesday 
(Feb. 14th) and Good Friday (March 30th) are the days of 
fasting. On these days, only one full meal is allowed. Two 
other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may 
be taken according to each one’s needs, but, eating between 
meals in not permitted. Liquids including milk and fruit 
juices are allowed. 
 
ABSTINENCE: 
Catholics over 14 years of age are bound to the obligation 
of abstinence. Abstinence is to be observed on Ash 
Wednesday, Feb 14 and on all Fridays of Lent. On days of 
abstinence, meat may not be taken at all.
