My Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
A (continued) blessed Easter to you! 
I know that for most of the world 
Easter has come and gone, but for 
those of us who gather on this day the Easter celebration 
continues! In today’s gospel, we have the passage from 
Luke which tells of Jesus’ encounter with the disciples 
in the “upper room”; it is most likely the same space that 
they gathered with Jesus for the Last Supper. As we  
enter into the scene, the apostles are hearing about the 
two disciples’ encounter with Jesus on the road to Em-
maus. It is in the “breaking of the bread” (Lk 24:35) that 
these two come to recognize Jesus, whereupon He  
vanishes from their sight. 
 
As the apostles are hearing about this post-Resurrection 
event they have one themselves. As with the other  
gospel accounts, Jesus’ first gesture is to offer them 
peace. It is a peace that only He can give, for it is a 
peace that is rooted not in this world, but in the Eternal 
Kingdom of God’s Eternal Peace. He further assists 
them by allaying their fears, for they think they are  
encountering a ghost. In showing them His flesh and 
bones, as well as asking for something to eat, Jesus 
shows them (and us) His humanity, and the fact that 
there was, indeed, a bodily death and resurrection. He 
emphasizes this point further by speaking of the pro-
phetic words that were written and spoken about Him. 
 
Easter is a time of new hope, new peace, and new life. 
The apostles, gathered in the upper room, are sharers 
and bearers of that new life. They are about to embark 
on a new way of living and Jesus takes the time to give 
them some “marching orders”. As witnesses to Jesus’ 
death and resurrection, they are now being called to 
share these truths with others, with the whole world  
really. This is why “repentance, for the forgiveness of 
sins, would be preached in his name to all the nations, 
beginning from Jerusalem” (Lk 24:47-49). This is the 
new “job” for the apostles, “ones who are sent” (which 
is what the word “apostle” means) into the world for the 
spread of the gospel and the salvation of souls. May we 
who share in Christ’s baptism also share in His death 
and resurrection. May this sharing bring forth a boldness 
in word and deed. May we come to know and  
understand this truth, and share it with all whom we 
meet.

Confirmation in the Catholic Church

Confirmation is one of the seven sacraments of the Catholic Church. It is the one of the three sacraments of initiation 
into the Catholic Church, the other two being Baptism and Holy Communion.[1] 
According to Catholic doctrine, the Sacrament of Confirmation enables the faithful to be sealed with the gift of the Holy 
Spirit, strengthening them in their Christian life. 
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church states:[2] 
Recall then that you have received the spiritual seal, the Spirit of wisdom and understanding and courage, the spirit of 
right judgment and courage, the spirit of knowledge and reverence, the Spirit of holy fear in God's presence. Guard 
what you have received. God our Father has marked you with his sign; Christ the Lord has confirmed you and 
has placed his pledge, the Spirit, in your heart.[3] 
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church sees as a scriptural basis for Confirmation as a sacrament distinct from  
Baptism the account in the Acts of the Apostles 8:14-17:[4][5] 
Now when the apostles, who were in Jerusalem, had heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent  
unto them Peter and John. Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy 
Ghost. For he was not as yet come upon any of them; but they were only baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 
Then they laid their hands upon them, and they received the Holy Ghost. 
 
The sacrament is customarily conferred only on people old enough to understand it, and the ordinary minister of Con-
firmation is a bishop. Only for a serious reason may the diocesan bishop delegate a priest to administer the sacrament 
(canon 884 of the Code of Canon Law). However, a priest may confer the sacrament when he baptizes someone who 
is no longer an infant or admits a person already baptized to full communion with the Catholic Church, or if the person 
(adult or child) to be confirmed is in danger of death (canon 883). Priests typically administer the sacrament during 
the Easter Vigil Mass to adults becoming members of the Catholic Church. It is the conclusion of the Rite of Christian 
Initiation of Adults (RCIA) program. Priests customarily ask for and are granted permission for this occasion. (Canon 
882-888). 

A little known fact: Catholics not confirmed CANNOT be a sponsor for Baptism.
